Identifying Masculine/Feminine Nouns

• Simple rule to identify the gender of the noun is,

• Nouns ending with 
• e - Feminine  (Prefix La) 

• others – Masculine (Prefix Le) 

*Note: There are exemptions for the above rule. Can be used for 90% accuracy 

Eg: La télé

La date 

Le Café

• Aimer (to like, to love)

• Changer (to change)

• Demander (to ask)

• Écouter (to listen)

• Fabriquer (to make)

• Habiter (to live)

• Jouer (to play)

II GROUP (IR)

• Abolir > to abolish.

• Agir > to act.

• Avertir > to warn.

• Bâtir > to build.

• Choisir > to choose.

• établir > to establish.

• étourdir > to stun, 
deafen, make dizzy.

• Finir > to finish.

III GROUP (RE)

• Attendre (to wait for)

• Défendre (to defend)

• Entendre (to hear)

• Fondre (to melt)

• Pendre (to hang)

• Perdre (to lose)

• Prétendre (to claim)

• Rendre (to return)
